Essential Learning Concepts
Written Musical Concepts

· Students will demonstrate understanding of the difference in between each type of minor through written description.

· Essential Question: What is the difference between major and minor modes? What characteristics do the three types of minor scales share? How are they different? 
· Students will name, use, and describe the common types of cadences in writing and verbally 
· Essential Question: What are the different types of cadences? Can you name some sonic attributes of each?
· Students will demonstrate knowledge of common chord progressions by writing the chord movement chart. 
· Essential Question: Can you draw the common chord movement chart? What are the common cadences? In what ways might our harmonic progression work against this chart?
· Students will use in composition and describe in writing all 8 of the common types of non-chord tones 
· Essential Question: What are the 8 types of non-chord tones? Can you identify them by looking and analyzing a composition?
· Students will discuss and identify the major types of forms used in Western Music.
· Essential Question: What are the major types of form? What form does most music you listen to follow?
· Students will discuss 20th century music by talking about the attributes of the music, and will also explain possible reasons for its attributes, using their knowledge of changes in the world, and in other arts in a 5 paragraph paper.

· Essential Question: What is the difference between straight style, and jazz or swing style? Can you play an example using quarters and eighths in the swing style? 
Music History and Practice Concepts
· All students should be able to list all of the periods of western instrumental and vocal music.  High school students should be able to describe the attributes of each.
· Essential Question: What are the major periods in Western Classical Music? How does the music of each period differ from the rest? What things are the same?
· High school students should be able to discuss how each musical period has paralleled historic events, and should also be able to expand on this observation by hypothesizing how the events could specific attributes of the music. 
· Essential Question: How does the music of the 20th century parallel the events that were happening at the time of its creation?  How might the horrors of war directly inspire a composer’s work like Shostakovich or Schoenberg?
Sight Singing Concepts
· Students will be able to sing any interval, from a unison to an octave, above or below, given the first note 
· Essential Question: Can you sing any interval, either above or below a given note, no more than an octave? Are there examples of intervals that you can use to help you remember? 
· Sight singing a monophonic etude of 8 measures in both common clefs
· Essential Question: Can you sight sing an example of 8 measures, in either bass or treble clef?
Aural Skills Concepts
· Students will identify the type of minor of a song or scale upon listening, both in writing and verbally
· Essential Question: Can you identify the tonality of a piece by listening? 
· Students will dictate a short melody by ear, in both major and minor, given only the starting pitch 
· Essential Question: Can you dictate a short piece by listening to it only three times? 
· The students will take the bass and soprano lines, as well as information gathered listening to an example, and notate the harmonic progression of a song 
· Can you dictate the soprano and bass by listening, and then give a basic harmonic analysis of a piece?
